The “Brick” Channelizing Raised
Pavement Markers

The “Brick” Channelizing Markers have
been designed to aid in channelizing
traffic in two lane/two way construction
zones.  In conjunction with flexible
posts, the markers act as a control device
effective both day and night.  The amber
housing is easily visible in daytime and
the twin reflectors make it very bright
at night.

Recommended Applications:

The “Brick” Channelizing Markers can
be used in temporary construction zones,

permanent installations-in non-snow
states, can be used in Gores, Islands or
any location which requires channelizing
of traffic.

Application:

1. Apply hot melt bituminous adhesive,
butyl pad  or 2-part epoxy where marker
is to be placed.

2. Place marker on the spot desired and
apply pressure for five (5) seconds.
Traffic must not be allowed to run over
markers until adhesive has set.

3. Always place markers so that reflective

lens is facing oncoming traffic.
